Elkesley Parish Council 
Notes from meeting held on Tuesday 16 November 2021

Councillor Jan O’Brien chaired the meeting. 
It was reported that Councillors Joy Davies and Jean Roberts had sent letters of resignation. 
This means there are now two vacancies on the Parish Council. Notices have been displayed 
in the village.
During the public session, a villager asked if the two seats which were removed from the 
playing field could be reinstated.
The minutes of the previous meeting were agreed and signed as a correct record.
Financial details were given and the payments due were made.
Budget suggestions were again discussed. 
It was agreed that the clerk’s wages and the Grounds maintenance wages were made by 
standing Order instead of cheques.
A planning application has been received to erect a front entrance lobby at 30 Lawnwood 
Avenue. There were no objections.
A Christmas Tree is to be purchased and hopefully delivered before the end of the month. 
Councillor Jefferson agreed to co-ordinate this regarding erecting, lighting etc. It is hope 
to have the lighting ceremony done at the same time as the Christingle service. The date is 
unknown but Councillor Jefferson is to make enquires. Councillor O’Brien is to produce 
flyers to hand out. Councillors’ Jefferson and Grounsell are to liaise regarding refreshments 
for the event.
A long discussion took place regarding the 
rules for the cemetery. It was finally agreed 
to get an independent company to come and 
give their opinion on the state of the cemetery
The bin the children’s play area had been 
moved and is in need of bedding in. BDC 
are to be asked to do this as it is now their 
responsibility.
Other maintenance items brought up at the 
last meeting are still ongoing.
It was agreed to replace the 2 benches on the 
field.
The water butt still has to be moved in the 
cemetery. This will be done as soon as 
possible, but it is needed first to help clean 
the Skate Park.
The defibrillators are inspected on a weekly 
basis.
