6. District and County Councillors Report & Update on points raised at last meetings 
Cllr. Ogle will contribute to the cost of the parish defibrillators.
Cllr Ogle informed councillors that he has spoken to Stella Euerby and asked her to do speed checks at both ends of the village of Eaton. Cllr. Ogle noted that he meets with Stella once a month and expects some feedback but warned that this would not be a speedy process.
Cllr. Ogle explained that the County Council budget is very restricted and this is in part due to the unprecedented number and cost of children in care.
7. Eaton – Update on traffic calming scheme  
Cllr. Chandler reported on communication that he had had with representatives of the Highways department following the site meeting in the village of Eaton to which two residents of the village attended. Although some interventions were identified at the meeting, these were later deemed inappropriate. 
In response to the 20 mph through the village Highways suggested that 20mph does not reduce speed.
Cllr. Chandler had advised Highways that 98% of residents were keen to reduce speed through the village.
Cllr. Chandler informed councillors that Highways have suggested that a full feasibility study should be carried out to determine a way forward.
Cllr. Chandler asked Councillors to vote on whether a 20mph speed limit through Eaton should be imposed.
Councillors voted unanimously to support this proposal.
It was agreed to contact the EVIAG to explore the suggestions that they have to address the problem.

Cllr. Ogle recommended asking for the submission to be sent to the Planning Committee.
Action: The Clerk to submit an objection on behalf of the Parish Council.
